AHSAF Vision

The concept of the AHS Performing Arts
Center includes a 500-600 seat state-of-the-
art theatre complete with a central reception
area, visual arts gallery, adjoining classrooms
for choral, instrumental, drama, and dance
programs, a rehearsal hall, recording studio,
lighting and sound tech room, dressing rooms,
and storage for stage sets, props, costumes,
and gallery related needs.

Aptos High School has the largest
number of performing arts course offerings
of any high school in Santa Cruz County,
yet it has no theater. Enrollment of
students participating in visual and
performing arts programs has increased
continuously for the past 30 years.

The choral and instrumental music
programs have outgrown the small practice
room they have shared since the late 1970’s.
The school cafetorium, which doubles as
a cafeteria and stage area, is woefully
inadequate.
